AGREEMENT FOR SITE PLAN AND SUBDIVISION REVIEW


The York County Soil & Water Conservation District, located at 21 Bradeen Street, Suite 104, Springvale, Maine 04083 (the “District”) and ______________________________________ and (the “Developer”), an Individual/Partnership/Corporation having its principle place of business at ___________________________________________ (the “Developer”) hereby agrees as follows:


1.  Description of Services.  The District will review the Developer’s site/subdivision plan for the project known as _________________________________________________ located in _______________________________ for sediment and erosion control, soils information, and stormwater management control, as required by the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) and its staff.  Reviews will be done in the order that projects are registered.  The review will consist of office review time and such field review, site walk, attendance at public or project-related meetings, and consultations with the Developer as the District deems necessary.


2.  Approval; further work.  If the District determines that the plan under review adequately provides for sediment and erosion control and stormwater management control, the District will issue a letter of certification to the applicant to be included with the DEP application.   A copy of this letter will be sent directly to the DEP.


If the District determines that the plan does not adequately provide for sediment and erosion control and stormwater management control it will notify the Developer and the DEP of the plan’s deficiencies and will be available to consult with the Developer and/or DEP as to how those deficiencies might be corrected.


The Developer agrees and understands that although the District will attempt to provide guidance as to how the Developer might meet applicable standards of sediment and erosion control and stormwater management control, the District’s prime duty is to impartially advise the DEP as to the adequacy of the project plan in those areas.


The District will perform a site walk during and/or after the completion of the construction phase of the project to determine if the approved plans are actually being implemented.  Upon completion of this site walk, a letter will be sent to the applicant informing them of any significant discrepancies between the approved plans and the fieldwork.  A copy of this letter will be sent directly to the DEP.


3.  Fees.  The developer agrees to pay the District for time spent by District personnel in providing the review services described above, including any review services specifically requested by the Department of Environmental Protection or by any board, agency, officer or employee of the Department.  The hourly review fee of $85.00 shall be inclusive of all charges; no travel or out of pocket expenses shall be billed. A fee of $200.00 will be charged prior to the approval letter being issued to cover the cost of the site walk during and/or after completion of the construction phase of the project.


4.  Time for payment.  Upon submission of the review packet, a $500.00 deposit will be made toward the total cost of the review.  All fees must be paid in full before a letter of certification will be issued.  However, if at any time accrued fees exceed $300.00, the District may require the Developer to pay all accrued fees before performing further work.  Additionally, if the project described above is for any reason withdrawn, canceled, delayed for more than 1 year, enjoined or otherwise obstructed, or in the event that the District refuses to issue a letter of approval, the Developer remains responsible for payment of all fees pursuant to the Agreement, and agrees to pay all accrued fees upon request of the District, whether or not the outstanding amount exceeds $300.00.


5.  Time for performance.  Barring unforeseen difficulties, the District will use its best efforts to complete its initial review of the project described above no later than 30 days from receipt of complete review materials.
